Selection criteria are based on a school’s documented success in implementing strategies aligned with the three Core Areas of Breaking Ranks for middle level and high schools that have led to improved student achievement.

      Collaborative leadership: professional learning communities, shared leadership, and
      student and staff leadership development;

      Personalization: attention to all students, mentoring and school/community
      connections;

      Curriculum, Instruction and Assessment: access to rigorous coursework for all
      students, differentiated instruction with multiple assessments, data-based decision
      making and opportunities for career development.

Nominated schools must demonstrate:
· Continuous growth on state assessments over time
· Specific efforts towards reducing the achievement gap
· 40% or more students eligible for free or reduced price meals.
Additional success indicators:

· Equity of student participation in challenging courses;
· Academic and career focused personal learning plans for all students;
· School community connections; 

· Leadership development/mentoring.
