
NFHS ice hockey rules covering goalkeeper equipment are transitioning to universal standards 
by the 2012-13 season. When any NFHS equipment rules are changed, there is a three-year 
period for implementation. As a result, the changes that were adopted in April 2009 are not in 
effect until the 2012-13 season. 
 
The following table summarizes the various components of goalkeeper equipment, the current 
standards and the standards that will go into effect for the 2012-13 season.
